	Phase 1: The purpose of the Site

Answer these questions to determine the purpose of the web site:

Goal (what is the site to do and do for your audience?)

What is the site about?

What is the site for?


	NOTES:  This site will be about natural health remedies with the use of herbal medicine and Aromatherapy. The site will contain a list of common herbs and oils used for Aromatherapy along with proper buying, storing, and usage information. The site is intended to be used by anyone looking for an alternative approach to medicine.

	Phase 2: Expected Outcome of the Web Site

Basically, what does your audience/client expect the site to accomplish?


	NOTES: The site will allow the user to find out information about natural medicine along with common recepies. 



	Phase 3: Target Market

Find out more about the client or target market that you are developing the site for.   Start by answering these questions:

Who is your target audience/client?

Who is their competition?

Is the web the right medium for your audience/client?


	NOTES: The target market will consist of many different people from different backgrounds. Anywhere from the seasoned natural health veterans to the person who is new to natural medicine and wants to learn more. Competition varies from a few sites, but information contained varies. The web will provide a quick, p to date way for one to locate specific information.

	Phase 4:  Managing Content

Make a list of all the content that the site will display to meet the wants/needs of your audience/client. Then, organize the content list by grouping information in logical and manageable sections and subsections – these sections will become your prospective pages.

	Phase 5: Mapping Out The Site

	Phase 7:  Site Testing

This is where you put your development to the test and your design.  Test the site on different platforms and use various browsers within the requirements to be sure the site functions and appears as planned.


	NOTES: Test on both Windows based PC’s and Mac’s along with numerous browsers. Also include site testing on numerous individuals with varied rage of computer experience.

	Phase 8: Site Development

After the site has been thoroughly tested. The final version of all files that make up the web site are placed on the servers for viewing on the web.
