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Objective:  What in the broadest sense should we accomplish with the design?
The web site should attract attention for the agent and show potential clients that the agent has the skills necessary to help them with their real estate needs. When a client sees that an agent has taken the time to put together an attractive and user friendly web site, they are more interested in asking the agent for services.

Target: Who do we wish to reach and influence?

The agent specializes in helping first time homebuyers. She enjoys their enthusiasm, and has the patience and time available to really help them with all of their questions and concerns. Typically, potential clients are in the 25-35 age range. The agent would also like for her site to appeal to all potential buyers and sellers, therefore the site should be suited to reach clients in other age ranges as well.

Desired Result: What effect should this design have on the target audience?

The audience expects an agent to have a well designed site that is pleasant to look at, but contains a lot of helpful information about buying or selling homes. They have taken the time to find the web site, and are hoping to learn about the agent and services to be able to make a decision about choosing the agent. If the site is well designed and the clients find the information they are looking for easily, they will be likely to choose the agent if they feel confident in the agent’s abilities.

Tone/Personality: What kind of feeling should be communicated to the viewer?

The site should convey confidence to the potential client. The agent wants to let the client know that if they are chosen, they will provide the services needed with confidence and meeting all the client’s expectations. The site should be very professional with high quality images and clear text. 
Tempo: What will be the delivery characteristics of the design?

We aim for the site to be interactive to engage the user, and at the same time nothing too fast to intimidate a user who may not be experienced with the internet. Any animation on the site and the user of a splash page will be very modest and calm for the viewer to feel very comfortable operating the navigation and watching any animations used.

Technical Requirements: What technology will be required to create, deliver and

view design?

The site will be designed using Adobe Flash, Photoshop and Dreamweaver CS3. The only requirements for the viewer will be a newer version of their internet browser that has a flash plug in installed. This will allow the viewer to see the animation even without having Flash installed on their computers.
Content: What specific assets will be required for this design? (Image, text, other)?

The design will require images and text to be used. Images will include photographs of houses that the agent has sold, as well as a gallery of properties that the agent is currently listing for sale. Text will be required to display information about each property and to allow the agent to tell the viewers about the services offered.
Competitive Analysis: How will this design distinguish client from the competition?


The competition is currently present on the web with flashy designs and colorful sites. This design will help to push the agent to the front of the line with the rest of the competition and help to gain a better field position. The content of the site and the professionalism of the agent will help to distinguish the agent from others.

Opportunities/Caveats: What should we be aware of that would affect our design decisions?

The Real Homes logo must appear on all pages, with no restrictions on placement. It must be worked into the design on every page. 
Budget: List potential costs/expenses and suggested budget – Content and Labor

The only costly factors could be for images of homes, if needed, and labor to complete project. Possible images could be purchased from stock photo galleries. The agent will work to gain rights to use pictures taken at the time of home listing for use in the design gallery. The site will be quite labor intensive, however, due to adding all of the listing and selling information for all the properties. Estimated labor for the project could cost between $1600.0 - 2000.00 depending on date of completion. Any royalties paid for stock photography will be added to final invoice.
