This site will differ from other “space related” web sites in the manor of how it will present the
information. This site will also strive to achieve a concise balance of content to alleviate the effect of
clutter that other sites demonstrate by the amount of information they offer.

As stated earlier in the Competitive Analysis, amount of content should be balanced and concise.
Utilizing a proper grid structure for the placement of content may be necessary due to the amount of
information that this site will offer its users.

Size of the web site should also be considered, not all users may have the same display resolution. We
may want to cater the size of the site to standard screen resolutions or common display types. The
appropriate size we will create this upon is 700px X 700px

The font that is used on this page is Verdana. The Main logo effect will be a fade in and the “Welcome
To” text will appear to fly in from the left. The use of a motion tween will enable this effect to be
achieved. The skip intro will utilize a blue mouse-over and also have a fade in effect along with the Main
Logo. The interaction with this page is the skip intro link, which will forward the user to the main page if
they choose not to watch the animation. The animation will be a shape tween from the main logo picture
into the word “Ourspace.net” with streaks moving across the screen from left to right. The audio on this
page will be that of Neil Armstrong’s comments from the Apollo 11 moon landing.
